· There are two enrollment surveys going out, one via Power School and a short McKinley-specific yes/no version.
· The Foundation’s 20k allocation for iReady and Achieve is under review to make sure we’re using those funds as thoughtfully and effectively as possible.
· Open House is May 14; PrimeTime enrollment opens April 20 for one week, and PrimeTime is aiming for zero waitlist.
· Elementary principals met at SDHS in mid-March, and Roosevelt’s planned shifts are aligning with the broader changes happening at SDHS.
· Families are encouraged to actively spread the word about Kindergarten registration.

a) Any Teacher updates for the board
· Teachers were emailed about the gala so enough tickets can be set aside for anyone who wants to attend, and they were also informed about free childcare available through Character Builders.

6) Foundation Budget & Balance Update / Krijn van der Raadt 6:20 - 6:30 pm
· Budget was approved three weeks ago.
· The Foundation has about $185k in the bank, plus additional funds in Venmo and PayPal, which should be more than enough to start next year.
· Question raised about reimbursement for fixing the goal at JUP; Krijn's direction is to save receipts, with an estimated cost of around $100.

7) NeighborRaise Fundraising Opportunity (see attached PDF) / Matt Farrell 
6:30-6:45
· NeighborRaise connects three types of users — community members, businesses, and nonprofits — all within one platform.
· Every time a community user visits a McKinley-supporting business, a 50-cent micro-donation is automatically generated.
· There's no cost or risk for McKinley to sign up; the app is nearly ready to launch.
· The Foundation is being asked to participate and take the lead on outreach to parents and app setup, with the PTC Presidents serving as points of contact.
· The platform will always remain free for nonprofits, though Matt may introduce scaling options if it takes off.
· Four businesses have already committed; the board is actively looking to grow that list.
· Community users scan a QR code to participate, can support more than one nonprofit, and are limited to one business visit per day.
· Vote: Approved.
